By the Sunday of the first week of spring break, application should be submitted. President should be in charge collecting all applications.

Election span is limited to one and half hours

Constitution of Board Positions 
President (must be a rising junior, e.g. a sophomore by the time of the election ) : 
Vice president (there is only one VP; open to all classes) : he/she is going become president if president resigns and fails to continue his/her presidency for other reasons.  
Secretary (open to all classes): keep the meeting minutes, in charge of newsletter and other administrative stuff. 

Treasurer (open to all classes): in charge of everything related to money for CUSY
Alumni chair/endowment manager (must be rising senior): in charge of CUSY endowment and alumni network.    The alumni who have donated to CUSY before are able to veto the nomination of the endowment manager   ) 

PR chair (open to all classes):  in charge of CUSY website, and PR for all CUSY’s open-to-campus activities.  

Communication chair (must be a rising sophomore, e.g. a freshman by the time of election) : in charge  pre-frosh activities,  in charge of Yale Party in Beijing. 


Election Guidelines 
All the positions on CUSY board will be decided through universal suffrage. 

Each candidate is allowed to run for at most two positions. 

the result of the election should be decided through simple majority of the votes. This applies to all positions. 

Election Procedure
Old president should be the Coordinator for the election. He/She should distribute votes, one by one, to every CUSY member present at the election.

Competition for different positions should be held separately, starting from President to Communication Chair.  result of the vote is announced right after the end of each election phase, which means that by the time people vote for VP, they already know who will be president. 
No speech is allowed, we will proceed to Q &A session directly.  Q&A time limit: 6 minutes 
After Q&A, candidates should leave the room and people are allowed to discuss each candidate.   The discussion should be held in order, in order to avoid chaos. Suggested order is from underclassmen to upperclassmen. The person who held the positon for the previous year should express his/her opinions at the end each discussion.(discussion sessions should be limited to 3-5 minutes) 
In case that two or many candidate’s votes are equal, we should hold another round of discussion and election. Every position must ONLY be held by one person.  No co-presidency is allowed on any position. 
Two Non-board seniors are responsible to count the votes:  choice:  Zeng Yuting, Ren Yuan.  

Impeachment: 
approval  from 2/3 of the board members could bring about the proposal to impeach a president

approval of 2/3 of CUSY members could approve the proposal.  

the alumni will not be granted the right to vote

Election is restricted to CUSY core members and is NOT open to public
