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AMPHIBIANS ARE DISAPPEARING ALL OVER THE WORLD IN DEVASTATING NUMBERS.  
The goal of this research project is to understand some of these declines – ones that are tied to a newly emerged disease spread by a fungus.  This fungus is in New England and we are trying to map where it’s found and what species are infected.  To do this we extract DNA from field samples and analyze them by qPCR.  The project may also involve genomic bioinformatics, and microsatellite analysis. It can be a semester or a year project. EEB and MCDB students can earn credits for it.
