	The Emancipation Proclamation Before and After

	Subject Area(s)
	U.S. History/ Language Arts

	Overview
	In addition to knowledge of how to analyze primary sources,

students will need to know general information about

Abraham Lincoln, Civil War Information, slavery. The primary source helps students gain an understanding of the Emancipation Proclamation and how difficult it was to write the Emancipation Proclamation.


	Essential Understanding
	Students will gain more insight into the reason behind the

Proclamation and the feelings of the people involved with supporting and writing the Emancipation Proclamation.

	Essential Questions
	What were the feelings of the President, the Cabinet, and the people of the US concerning the Emancipation Proclamation? 

What was the effect of the document and was it successful? 

How does it feel to make decisions that greatly impact the lives of others?

	Objective
	· Students will examine primary source using the Emancipation Proclamation. 

· Students will answer questions about document.
· Students will highlight and define 10 vocabulary words found in the document. 

· Students will complete “where does it matter” worksheet.

· Students will complete cartoon analysis activities.

·  Students will research Lincoln’s cabinet members and their feelings on Emancipation Proclamation. 

· Students will examine picture depicting Lincoln and cabinet members. 

· Students will write rough draft, peer edit and complete final copy of 2 paragraph essay answering one of five given questions.

	Day 1



	Details of the Activity 

Warm up: Students will fill out a Tee chart of the reasons (pros and cons) people were either for or against slavery. 

Students will be asked to address the moral and ethical issues of slavery in oral discussion. 

Each student will be given a copy of The Emancipation Proclamation. Students will be asked to read document silently once to themselves. 

Each student will then be asked to jot down some thoughts in their notebook making their best interpretation of the document. 

Students will then be asked to share their writings and interpretations of the document.

Students will then be asked to re-read the document and high-light 10 words they do not know or are unsure of the meaning of. 

Students will then be given time to look up and define each of the words they have highlighted. 

Students will then read aloud with teacher The Emancipation Proclamation and discuss each section. Students will discuss ideas behind the document and the events and feelings of writing the document and the effect it would have on the United States.

Students will orally discuss ideas in each section and review vocabulary being introduced. 



	
	Homework

Students will write a sentence for each of the 10 words they have defined during class. 

	Day 2


	Details of the Activity 

Warm up: Students will be given worksheet “Did it Count?”

Students will label the map given and color in states that the Emancipation Proclamation would affect. 

Students will then read aloud the Emancipation Proclamation. Students will review ideas discussed in the previous class about the meaning, and the affect of the document. 

Students will then be asked to consider the moral and emotional feelings that were in conflict for the President, Cabinet and all others involved in the writing of the document. 

Students will then look at 2 different cartoons and discuss the internal conflict of Abraham Lincoln in writing the proclamation. 

Students will then complete in pairs the cartoon analysis worksheets.



	
	Homework

Students will create a cartoon depicting an important decision they had to make and the impact it had on others. 

	Day 3


	Details of the Activity 
Warm up: Students will be shown a picture of Lincoln addressing his cabinet members and be asked to answer to describe what is being depicted? 
Students in pairs will research the names of Lincoln’s cabinet members and their feelings about the proclamation. 

Each pair will be given a picture of the cabinet to label using the website www.mrlincolnswhitehouse.org. 

Students will discuss the names and feelings that they have learned from their research. Students will discuss the feelings and conflict behind writing and implementing such an important document. 

Students will then be asked to write a two paragraph essay answering one of the following questions. 

When done writing students will pair edit essays and then complete a final draft.

Students will complete final draft for homework. 

	Suggested Assessment/Evaluation
	Students will be asked to write a three paragraph essay answering one of the following questions:

Topic A

After learning about the Emancipation Proclamation, write about your feelings concerning the Emancipation Proclamation.

Topic B

After learning about the Emancipation Proclamation, write about what you think would have happened in the U.S. if the Proclamation was not written.

Topic C

After learning about the Emancipation Proclamation, write what you think Lincoln had to go through and think about before and during the writing of the Proclamation.

Topic D

After learning about the Emancipation Proclamation, imagine that you were in Abraham Lincoln’s cabinet, what would you have done or told the president?

Choose one of the topics and write a three paragraph essay explaining your feelings or opinions and why you feel that way. Essays will be graded based on a given rubric.
