	Overview
	Harriett Tubman was a multi-faceted heroine in American History.

	Essential Understanding

	Details of the Activity 

A. Do Now- “Hot Seat”

1. Students will discuss the term, “Hot Seat.”

2. Students will play the game, “Hot Seat, “ as a warm-up

for the strategy, “Historical Hot Seat.”

B. “Historical Hot Seat” Oral Presentations

· The teacher will explain this character analysis  strategy.

· The students in each collaborative will brainstorm possible questions about the accomplishments of Harriett Tubman gleaned from their research.

(Questions may focus on why the character did something or how she felt about something that happened.)

· Each collaborative will choose group members to role play Harriett in each of her life phases.

· The chosen students will sit in the front of the class in the “Hot Seat,” and answer questions about her life.

· The teacher will introduce and model the Synthesis Journal.

                  Closure:  Students will complete a Synthesis Journal on
