	Overview
	Students will determine the authenticity of historical films and compare and contrast literature to film.  

	Essential Understanding
	Consider the source before determining something’s authenticity.  

	Essential Questions
	1. What qualifies something to be a primary source?

2. How are biographical films and literature different and why?

3. Why would these individuals in this story warrant the honor of a biography

	Objectives
	Students will be able to compare and contrast different perspectives of historical events.

	Materials
	Amistad , Captive Heart (James Mink Story), Women called Moses DVD’s and Literature that corresponds to each DVD

	Day 1



	Details of the Activity 

The class will be broken into three groups and given a specific character to study. Within these groups book talks will take place for 3 ½ weeks.  The focus questions for those meetings are as follows.  

1. Determine a list of adjectives to describe your focus character and explain

2. Identify their problem

3. Identify this characters internal conflicts 

4. Are the characters problems ultimately solved, if so how? And if not why? 

	
	Homework

Find two additional sources that discuss your historical figures issue. In class we will use a criterion sheet for primary and secondary sources to categorize the sources provided by the students.

	Day 2


	Details of the Activity 

Over the next three days the students will watch all of the identified movies.  As they watch the movies they will identify any differences in their historical figure, changes in the problem and solution.

	
	Homework
Over the week as different groups movies are presented they will use a Venn diagrams to compare and contrast the books and movies. 



	Day 3


	Details of the Activity 
Students will work with their groups to create a visual presentation that shows their opinion of which median provided the most accurate depiction of the historical figure and event that took place.  They will use their notes from the movies, researched sources and their responses to the focus questions during their reading to make a decision and create a presentation.

Students will use their rubrics for the project to evaluate their performance

	Along with the use of the rubric for self assessment,  the students will answer the essential questions
