Review of and any questions from yesterday’s seminar – Begin Ch. 12 – Discussion topics Preindustrial Ways of Working, The Market Revolution, From Artisan to Worker, The New Social Order 

Focus Questions to be supported by reading:
1. What conditions existed that led to the development of manufacturing?

2. What was the new social order?
3. What challenges did workers face?
4. How did workers respond to these challenges?
5. How did the North defend “wage slavery”?
6. What connections are there between Northern and Southern economies?

Students will be given sets of primary source documents and analysis worksheets and are to critically analyze documents using the analysis worksheets to support two questions: 1.
