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WORKSHOP BULLETIN

JUNE 17-22, 2007
Please find enclosed important information regarding your upcoming workshop.  Please review this Workshop Bulletin very carefully before you depart.  
ARRIVAL AND DEPARTURE
You should plan to arrive in New Haven on the afternoon of Sunday, June 17 in time for your welcome reception and orientation beginning at 5:30 p.m.  You will receive a welcome packet upon arrival with additional information about the area.  The workshop concludes on Friday, June 22 in the late afternoon following project presentations and a farewell reception ending at 4:30 p.m. Many participants choose to stay overnight on Friday and depart on Saturday morning.

TRAVEL
There are several options for traveling to and from New Haven.  Following are some guidelines to help you plan your trip.
By Air:

The Tweed-New Haven Airport is located about 15 minutes from Yale Campus and is serviced by U.S. Airways Express commuter service and Pan Am Clipper Connection.  Taxis from Tweed cost about $15 one way.  There will be a taxi stand outside the baggage claim area, or you may call Metro Taxi at 203-777-7777. 

Bradley International Airport in Windsor Locks, CT, an approximate one-hour commute, is convenient and offers a wide variety of carriers.  Taxis from Bradley to New Haven will cost around $100.  Ground transportation from Bradley International Airport to New Haven is also serviced by Connecticut Limo (http://www.ctlimo.com/ or 800-472-LIMO) and will cost approximately $42 one way.  Connecticut Limo may make several stops en route to New Haven and will let passengers out at its Long Wharf Terminal.  Passengers should plan to take a taxi from Long Wharf Terminal to Yale Campus, a 10-minute ride (approximately $15).  You may also make a special request to be dropped off at Phelps Gate on Yale Campus, about a 10-minute walk to Swing Dorm where the group will be staying.
Other air travel options include the New York area airports: JFK, LaGuardia, and Newark, which are about an hour and a half commute from New Haven. All three airports are also serviced by Connecticut Limo (see information above). Additionally, Prime Time Shuttle (http://www.2theairport.com/ 800-377-8745), provides transportation from JFK and LaGuardia.  Prime Time Shuttle will also drop off passengers at Phelps Gate on Yale Campus.  Taxis from JFK, LaGuardia, and Newark to New Haven will cost about $150 to $175.
Passengers flying into Newark may also take Amtrak directly into New Haven.  (See information below.)

By Rail:

Amtrak provides service directly into New Haven's Union Station, about a 10-minute cab ride from downtown New Haven and Yale Campus. For information on Amtrak schedules and fares, please visit www.amtrak.com. 

By Car:
Interstate 91:

From North, Hartford/Springfield: Take Exit 3, Trumbull Street. Straight off ramp, continue on Trumbull Street, through five traffic lights. Turn right, at the fifth light, onto Prospect Street. Go one block and take a right onto Grove Street/Tower Parkway.  Go one block and through the light at York Street/Ashmun Street and Swing Dorm is the second building on your right.

Interstate 95:

From South and West, NY/NJ: Connect to I-91 North in New Haven; Take Exit 3, Trumbull Street, and follow directions above for I-91.

From North and East, Providence/New London:
Connect to I-91 North in New Haven; Take Exit 3, Trumbull Street and follow directions above for I-91.

Parking is available on the street and in lots and garages around Yale campus.  See the enclosed map for specific parking locations.  For an additional downloadable map of Yale campus, visit http://business.yale.edu/map/pdf/yale_map_letter_size.pdf.
TEMPERATURE AND CLOTHING

In June the temperatures range from the 60s in the evening to the 70s and 80s during the day.  Since it is difficult to predict the weather, pack articles that may be layered to accommodate a range of temperatures.  In case of rain, be sure to pack an umbrella.  Dress is casual during the day.  Since you will be doing some walking, be sure to pack a pair of comfortable walking shoes.

PROFESSIONAL CREDIT

Yale University is pleased to offer Continuing Education Units (CEUs) to workshop participants from Connecticut at a processing fee of $5.  Participants can receive 1 CEU for every 10 contact hours; we anticipate approximately 42 contact hours for the duration of the week. Prior to departure from the workshop, participants will complete CEU application forms. A letter outlining the project will be provided to teachers outside Connecticut who can submit for CEU credit to their own institution.

ACADEMIC RESOURCES
Throughout the workshop limited access to campus computer labs and equipment for Internet research, word processing, and printing will be provided. Yale's Beinecke Library will also be available for research during evening hours. Classrooms located at Yale will be used for workshops. These classrooms are equipped with the technological capabilities to accommodate presenters using a variety of media.  There is a one-time fee of $3.00 for use of Yale computer labs and for access to Internet or printer services while on campus.
WORKSHOP LEADERS

In addition to several guest lecturers, the primary workshop leaders for the week are Dr. Robert Forbes and Kathleen A. Hunter.  Forbes, Assistant Professor of History and American Studies at the University of Connecticut, Torrington, and author of Slavery and the Meaning of America: The Missouri Crisis and its Aftermath (University of North Carolina Press, May 2007), will serve as Director of Interpretation and Research, traveling with the participants to each site visit to provide insight and interpretation, as well as to make connections to broader themes and educational issues. Hunter, co-author of "Teaching with Historic Places: A Curriculum Framework," a program of the National Register of History Places and The National Trust for Historic Preservation, will serve as Director of Curriculum helping teachers establish a content and methodological bridge between museum interpretation and classroom instruction. Ms. Hunter will prepare site visit portfolios and conduct daily meetings with participants to develop instructional strategies based on their site visits.
CULTURAL AND RECREATIONAL RESOURCES IN CONNECTICUT
New Haven is a city with New England charm and a cosmopolitan energy. As Yale President Richard C. Levin, a thirty-year resident of New Haven, notes, this city is "large enough to be interesting, yet small enough to be friendly." New Haven's close partnership with Yale has proved beneficial to both institutions as well as to residents and visitors. STIPEND
Participating teachers will receive a stipend of $500 to help cover ordinary living expenses (room and board—see above pricing), books, and curriculum materials. All participants should anticipate arriving on Sunday before the start of each workshop and attending all workshop sessions (through Friday afternoon) if they expect to receive their full stipends. Participants who do not complete the full tenure of the project will receive a reduced stipend. We will present stipend checks to participants prior to departure on Friday. Travel supplements will also be available for everyone, but the specific amount will be allocated on a case-by-case basis. Stipends and travel supplements are taxable. Reporting is the responsibility of the participant.

TRAVEL SUPPLEMENTS
We will be providing a two-tier travel supplements in addition to the $500 stipend that all participants receive. Those traveling from home locations within 50 miles from New Haven will receive $100 each. Others traveling from greater distances will receive at least $300 and perhaps more, depending on the geographical make up of the workshop participants. Those traveling distances of greater than 50 miles will split the remaining travel budget evenly. Travel supplements will be issued prior to departure on Friday.
