FUNDING

$75,000 per year for a period of 3 years ($67,500 direct costs per year).   (Total: $225,000)
NOMINATION LIMITATION

It is anticipated that Yale University will be invited to nominate two candidates – (1) one candidate who is conducting conventional or mainstream research and (2) one candidate who is conducting integrative research using complementary therapies or botanical agents.
PURPOSE

The Foundation funds innovative and insightful medical research on the hematologic malignancies, seeking to encourage the development of more effective therapies for patients with leukemia, lymphoma and related cancers of the blood. Support is provided for innovative clinical or basic science research that will lead to novel therapeutic approaches that could replace, or be used in combination with existing effective therapies. Such therapeutic approaches could include alternative or complementary medicine.  Focus is on projects for cancer prevention, detection and treatment that are most likely to be translated into clinical trials within a 3-5 year period.

·   Eligibility is limited to junior faculty with the PhD or MD.
