Background:

Dr. Richard J. Wood, Dean of the Yale Divinity School, and the Right Reverend Paul Moore, Jr., established a Yale East Timor group in 1999. Nobel Peace Prize winner Jose Ramos Horta came to Yale to speak to a group of interested faculty on 16 November 1999, and presented a public lecture at the Divinity School.  Under the direction of Ramin Ahmadi and Joanne Cossitt of Griffin Hospital’s Center for Health and Human Rights, the first team of Yale students from the School of Epidemiology and Public Health worked in East Timor in the summer of 2000. The second team, from EPH and the School of Nursing, worked in East Timor in December-January 2000-2001. A Yale delegation, including the Project Convenor and representatives of the Schools of Medicine and Forestry, the Schell Center for International Human Rights at the Law School, and Griffin Hospital, visited East Timor in March 2001.

Projects:
