Of course, if you end up 
buying a lot of things, you can always call a taxi – MetroTaxi, (203) 777-7777 – back 
to New Haven. 
 
The Hamden shops are located in strip malls spread along both sides of Dixwell 
Avenue near Skiff Street.  You will want to be very careful when crossing the street or 
walking across the parking lots, especially since drivers are not used to having many 
pedestrians in the area.
