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critically acclaimed director luis Argueta engages in fall tour about his new documentary                 abused - the postville raid

Award Winning Director of The Silence of Neto will visit colleges, churches, synagogues, labor and community centers to present his work-in-progress  abUSed: The Postville Raid  this fall. 

The film will be a full-length documentary that tells the story of the most brutal, most expensive, and one of largest Immigration Customs Enforcement (ICE) raids in the history of the United States. By weaving together the personal stories of the individuals, the families, and the town directly affected by the events of May 12, 2008, the film presents the human face of immigration, the socioeconomic forces which fuel migration, and serves as a cautionary tale against government abuses of constitutional and human rights. The purpose of the tour is to create awareness of the on-going situation in Postville and in the Guatemalan mountain villages from which the workers migrated, to contribute to the dialogue on immigration reform in the nation, and to raise funds to complete the documentary .

The presentation includes an introductory talk followed by a screening of a half hour rough-cut segment of the film and ending with a Q & A session. (Roughly 1.5 hours)

Mr. Argueta whose most recent trip to Guatemala involved flying on an ICE deportee flight accompanying 120 undocumented workers back to their country of origin, has already presented at a variety of forums. Among them, Yale University, The University of Northern Iowa, The Jewish Council on Urban Affairs in Chicago, Old Westbury College, CUNY Law  School, John Jay College of Criminal Justice in New York, Edgewood College, Beth Israel Center, and St. Mark's Church, all three in Wisconsin, Luther College in Decorah, Iowa, and at the First Continental Forum on Migration and Peace in Guatemala.
