Yorgo Modis, a professor in the Department of Molecular Biophysics and Biochemistry, thought something was missing in the sciences at Yale.

“Yale has a thriving and rapidly expanding community of biophysicists and structural biologists, yet no forum for the exchange of ideas and sharing exciting results,” explained Modis.  The answer was the 1st Yale Biophysics & Structural Biology Symposium held at West Campus on November 18th.
The one-day event was held at West Campus and was open to all. There were 21 talks from junior and senior faculty from several departments across the University. The day’s event included a 2-hour poster session and a cocktail hour to encourage interdepartmental social interactions and for incoming graduate students to meet the faculty.
